Cosmic Space Week 2019
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	The activity was addressed to students aged 15-17 years. Students from three high school classes participated.
	The time allocated to the activity / class was 2 hours / between October 4 and 10, 2019.

In the first hour the students watched and discussed with the teacher a film that was generically called: "50 things about the Moon you should know".
